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According to the Rhode Island General Law Article 18, SECTION 4.  Katie Beckett State Plan Option
The Katie Beckett State Plan Option allows children who need an institutional level of care to obtain Medicaid coverage for the care they receive at home.  Children eligible under this option typically have family income and resources that exceed Medicaid eligibility limits; though the Katie Beckett option enables these children to obtain Medicaid coverage by excluding their parents’ family income and resources when determining Medicaid eligibility.  At present, the families of Katie Beckett children are not required to contribute to the cost of Medicaid-funded care, irrespective of income.  The Office of Health and Human Services shall collect annual tax and any other financial information it deems appropriate from the family of a child applying for, or currently receiving, services through the Katie Beckett State Plan Option.  The information shall not affect a child’s eligibility for the services.
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
